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Commissioning a Portrait

Having a portrait painted is a special event in one’s life. Plan to take your time in your selection process of clothes as well as favorite articles
you want included in the painting. Sometimes a special piece of jewelry gives it a more personal touch. You may want to consider staying
away from c|othing that might make your portrait look dated in the years to come; this is your choice to make. Using neutral tones such as
black, brown, white, cream, beige, burgundy and navy will not be tiring to the eye as possibly bright colors and loud prints would. To have
a timeless portrait, choosing clothes with a classic style will insure that your portrait won't look dated in the years to come. Also, you will
need to consider if you want a formal or informal look.

Animal Portraits: Consideration must be given to articles used in animal portraits, for example; collars or tack. A good reference photo is
required for collars or for special tack, such as show bridles and saddles. All efforts by the artist, Karen Young, will be made to incorporate
these special features into the painting.

Photos:Your reference photos must be of good quality. Consider good lighting and plain backgrounds. If a certain background is to be
used, take photos of the background with and without the subject(s). If special pieces of jewe|ry are to be used, take a photo of that piece
of jewelry for a reference. Extreme care will be given to any client supp|ied photos, but neither Stillwater Studios nor the artist, Karen
YOung, is responsible for any damage that might occur to them. All photos will be returned to the client upon completion of the painting.

IFit is imperative that | must meet with the client to photograph the subject, travel expenses will be an additional fee. This fee is non-
refundable and will be paid in advance. Traveling to a location could require staying in a hotel from one to several days.

Setting up for the photography takes less than 30 minutes, the actual photographing the subject(s) could take an hour or more.

Procedure: At this point, discussing and reaching an agreement regarding the portrait size, materials used, background, clothing, accessories,
and any other elements to be included in the portrait should be finalized. From this information, the price will be determined and a contract
of agreement is signed. A one-third deposit is required at this time. Once the painting is started and the client decides to conclude this
agreement, the one-third deposit is non-refundable.

Completion date: A completion date will be discussed and decided upon. If subject to change, due to requested or unexpected
circumstances, clients will be notified as soon as possible.

Framing: All paintings will be shipped in an appropriate ornate or standard ready made frame. The client after receipt of painting can decide
at that point to go with a custom frame of their choosing to better match their home décor. It is a preference of mine to ship with a frame. |
believe it protects the canvas and/or Masonite panel as well as giving the client a better first glance presentation of the painting.

Materials: All portraits are done on a portrait canvas or masonite panel, at the client’s choice. All portraits are done in oils only. Acrylic
and oils may be used in the background.

Painting Process: As the Painting nears completion, several photos will be made of the painting and sent to the client. This can be done by
sending photos through the mail or e-mailing them to the client. This is to finalize the painting and make requested touchups before delivery.
If touchups are made, new photos will be made of the painting and sent to the client. Once the client agrees and no more touchups are
required, the painting will be shipped as soon as the painting is cured, and the final payment is received.
